St Mary Magdalene Catholic Primary School offers support to families in five key areas:

Childcare

A breakfast club opens its doors at 7.45 am every day to give children a great start to the school day combining fun and a healthy meal.  Breakfast club costs £3.50 per day and there’s no need to book.  Our after school care provision operates from 3.00 pm to 6.00 pm every day that school is open.  Childcare costs start at £4.50 up to 4.15 pm or £10.00 per session up to 6.00 pm.

Clubs and Activities

We organise a range of activities for children beyond normal school hours – everything from study support in a homework club to after school club activities like art, dance, sports, gardening and Italian.  A letter outlining what’s on offer, together with booking forms goes out at the start of each term.  We offer 25 clubs.  We also have lunchtime and early morning clubs.

Parenting Support and Family Learning

In addition to all the usual opportunities for parents to come into school to learn more about their child’s education, we also offer formal parenting classes run by Mrs Lighthill our Family Support Worker.

Mrs Lighthill also works with pupils undertaking various courses, Drawing and Talking Therapy and protective behaviours.

Referral to Specialist Services

Teachers frequently work in partnership with parents and other professionals like speech therapists, behaviour support workers and counsellors.  Using the Common Assessment Framework (CAF) and with parental involvement and permission, professionals share information about the whole child at an early stage of their experiencing difficulties to ensure your child gets the best possible support at school.

Mrs Lighthill is available from 8.30 am to 3.30 pm daily to speak with parents.  Children can also request to see Mrs Lighthill during lunch and break.  All the children know Mrs Lighthill and where her room is.  She is a frequent visitor to classrooms through her Story Reading time.
